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Jaipur: Rajasthan’s BJP govt is
facing criticism over a compensa-
tion policy following the Jaisal-
mer bus fire that has claimed 22 li-
ves so far. The tragedy occurred
on Oct 14 and some of  the injured
are still under treatment. The sta-
te has announced Rs 10 lakh ex
gratia for each deceased but cap-
ped the total compensation at Rs
25 lakh for families that lost more
than two members. This ceiling

has triggered anger and accusa-
tions of  disparity, as families that
suffered multiple losses will recei-
ve less assistance. The decision
would particularly impact the kin
of  soldier Mahendra Meghwal,
who died along with his wife and
three children. Leader of  opposi-
tion Tikaram Jully condemned
the move, calling it a “blatant case
of  discrimination” and deman-
ding an immediate review. TNN

day later, the duo was
allegedly caught in a
“police encounter”,

Following allegations
that the encounter was
staged, families of  the duo
mounted a vigil outside Mur-
san police station, later going
to DM’s office and demand-
ing their immediate release.

Kin said the arrests
stemmed from a dispute over
a fertiliser transaction be-
tween Agarwal and the two
youths.
