HC restrains Priva Kapur
from decaling with estate

BHAVINI MISHRA
New Delhi, 30 April

The Delhi High Court on Thursday
restrained Priya Sachdev Kapur from
dealingwith the estate of late industrialist
and Sona Comstar Chariman Sunjay
Kapur or creating third-party interests in
his assets.

In the order granting interim protec-
tion to the two children of Karisma Kapoor,
Justice Jyoti Singh observed that doubts
raised by the children and Sunjay Kapur’s
mother, Rani Kapur, regarding the genu-
ineness of the Will place the burden on
Priya Kapur to dispel those concerns.

Noting that the issue will require a full
trial, the Court directed that the estate be
safeguarded in the meantime.

“Assets should not be dissipated. The
assets need to be preserved,” the Court
said, holding that a prima facie case for
interim relief had been made out.

The Court barred Priya Kapur from
alienating or encumbering assets, includ-
ing altering shareholding in Kapur’s
Indian companies.

“T have restrained her from withdraw-
ingthe provident fund amount, something
that has been consented to. I have also
restrained from alienating personal
effects, artwork, etc., which too was con-
sented to,” Justice Singh said.

She further added, “T have restrained

from withdrawing money from three bank
accounts of the two Indian banks, save and
accept to the extent of discharging liabil-
ities towards the children, under the
degree of divorce between the deceased
and the mother of the children.”

The order also halts operations in
Kapur’s foreign bank accounts and crypto-
currency holdings, while clarifying that it
does not extend to immovable assets
located overseas.

The dispute arises from a suit filed by
the two children, Samaira (20) and Kiaan
(15), through Karisma Kapoor, alleging that

Priya Kapur fabricated a Will to secure
exclusive control over the estate. The Will,
dated March 21, 2025, purportedly
bequeathed Kapur’s entire personal
wealth to Priya.

The children had contended that the
document was withheld for several weeks
before being disclosed at a family meeting
inJuly 2025, and described it as forged and
fabricated.

They have sought recognition as ClassI
heirsand partition of the estate, claiminga
one-fifth share each, along with interim
freezing of all assets pending adjudication.

PriyaKapurhasdenied the allegations,
maintaining that the Will is valid and that
minor discrepancies do not affectitslegal-
ity. Itwasalso argued on herbehalfthat the
children had already received benefits
under the family trust.

Senior Advocate Rajiv Nayar, appear-
ing for her, contended that attempts were
being made to misrepresent the past rela-
tionship between Kapoor and the
deceased, stating that their marriage had
ended acrimoniously.

Appearing for Karisma Kapoor’s
children, Senior Advocate Mahesh Jeth-
malani, along with a team of instructing
counsel, pressed for protective orders over
the estate.

The court, after hearing both sides,
granted the interim injunction in favour of
the children.

India is beginning consulta-
tions for carving out a dedi-
cated chunkof airwaves so that
cars can talk to each other and
to roadside infrastructure, in a
bid to reduce road accidents
and improve road safety, with
more than 170,000 road deaths
reported in 2023 alone.

In a consultation paper
issued by the Telecom Regu-
latory Authority of India
(Trai) on Thursday, the regu-
lator has sought stakeholder
views on the regulatory
mechanism for frequency
usage and assignment of
spectrum for achieving this
communication network.
This was first initiated by a
task force constituted by the
Ministry of Road Transport
and Highways (MoRTH).

Issuing more than two
dozen questions for consulta-
tion, Trai has said that the
department of telecom (DoT)
has recommended reserving
spectrum in the 5.9-GHz band
for vehicle-to-everything and
vehicle-to-vehicle technology,
adopting a harmonised intel-
ligent transport system for the
country, much like some
developed markets.

Among its questions, Trai
has also asked whether this
spectrum should be assigned
administratively, or sold
through market mechanisms
—inotherwords auctioned. It
hasalso asked about the appli-
cable charges for this.

Spectrum allocation would
be on assignment basis as
safety and operations of trans-
port systems, which is per-
mitted under the First
Schedule of the Telecommuni-

cations Act 2023. However,
DoT asked Trai for recommen-
dationsasthetechnology hasa
large scale impact on Indian
transport systems.

The spectrum bandwidth
of 50 Mhz in the 5.87 Ghz to
5.92 GHz band is to be allo-
cated for deployment. About
30 Mhz or units of spectrum
could be allocated for initial
use, while the rest could be
reserved for future, leaving
room for innovation and evol-
ution of standards.

Trai’s consultation paper
identified two types of devices
for building this communica-
tion network. First, on-board
units, which will be installed
inside vehicles and will enable
vehicles to talk to each other,
alerting drivers of possible
collisions and incoming
emergency vehicles, like
ambulances or fire engines.

Tata Power on Thursday said
that its arm Tata Power
Renewable Energy will invest
36,500 croreina photovoltaic
ingot and wafer manufactur-
ing facility of up to 10 giga-
watt (Gw) capacity.
